James B. Edwards Dress Code/Uniform Policy

2010-2011

We are excited about our uniform policy! The uniform policy for the 2010-2011 school year is listed below. Teachers are expected to enforce our policy. We feel that our Uniform Policy gives students and parents a wide variety of colors and style options and therefore, we discourage requests for waivers. Waivers will only be granted during the first 30 days of school. Students will receive a letter provided by the office when they do not come to school dressed in proper uniform attire. If students continue to be in non-compliance of the uniform policy, they will be referred to an administrator.  Below, we have compiled a list of uniform etiquette to guide you throughout the school year.

The expectations for our school uniform policy are as follows:

· Tops-All items of clothing must be solid navy blue, light blue, white, pink, red, or green.

· Bottoms-All items of clothing must be solid navy blue, light blue, white, khaki, pink, green, denim.

· No stripes or patterns of any kind.

· James B. Edwards “event” shirts such as May Day and Field Day t-shirts are also part of the uniform.
· Students may wear jeans. They must be solid and free of ornamentation. Jeans must not be oversized, torn, or ragged.

· Jackets and coats are to be worn outdoors only, except in special circumstances. If your child needs to wear a sweater or light jacket in class, it must be a solid color with no graphics or writing on it.

Please note the following “dress code” that applies to ALL students. (Even students with uniform waivers)

· No shirts, blouses, t-shirts, sweatshirts, or sweaters with bold letters or numbers across the front or back of them.

· Logos (other than the school logo) must be no larger than a one inch square.

· Shirts are to be neatly tucked in at all times.

· Oversized shirts, jackets, and coats are not permitted.

· Oversized pants, jeans, sweat pants, or shorts are not permitted.

· Shorts, skirts, and dresses must be no shorter than thumb length when standing with arms down by your side.

· Shirts or dresses with spaghetti straps are not permitted.

· Hats may be worn only outside, not in the building.

· Sneakers must be tied or secured with Velcro. All shoes must have a closed toe.  Flip Flops are never acceptable.

· Socks must be worn.

· Wearing any attire, including jewelry, which may cause a disruption in learning or which may become a safety threat is not appropriate.
